AGREEMENT FOR THE REGULATION OF
OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH, SAFETY AND
ENVIRONMENTAL RESPONSIBILITIES

1. PREAMBLE

The purpose of the AGREEMENT is to regulate the
legal responsibilities and liabilities arising from the
CONTRACT WORK regarding safety, health, and
environmental management. This AGREEMENT
does not purport to regulate all the contractual
relations between the parties and does not replace
any existing agreement(s) between the parties
relating to any other aspect that does not relate to
HSE risks, responsibilities, and liabilities.

It is the intention of the PARTIES that, subject to the
express provisions of this AGREEMENT and relevant
legal requirements, the SERVICE PROVIDER shall be
the main risk carrier for HSE regarding the
CONTRACT WORK.

This AGREEMENT shall be deemed to be for the full
extent of site presence and these rules will remain
in force until such time as the PRINCIPAL revokes the
document in full or in part.

LEGAL COMPLIANCE
The SERVICE PROVIDER undertakes to comply with
all legal requirements for HSE during the execution

of the CONTRACT WORK, including statutory,
legislative, and regulatory provisions as follows:

12. Do not enter an area for which you are
Unauthorized, (unless with prior agreement of HSE)
And always consider safety, security, privacy and
Confidentiality requirements.

13. On completion of any work or when leaving a
Worksite, ensure the area is left in safe/secure manner,
Displaying appropriate warning signs. All work to be
Completed in accordance with any applicable job
Documentation/specifications and AQCT requirements.

14. No smoking is allowed in any building or vehicle
Under the control of AQCT.

15. Possession or consumption of alcohol or illegal
Drugs or working under the influence, is prohibited.

16. The contractor must provide a method of statement
for all his tasks including the necessary details.

17. the contractor should provide the required
competency certificates required for all his employees
like driving licenses, competency legal certificate,
medical tests etc.

18. It is prohibited to operate any equipment or lifting
gears without calibration certificates, HSE team has the
right to approve or reject the certificate if it is not by an
accredited company, all equipment, cars and tools
must be complied Hutchison company's inspection lists
and have valid legal license and provide a valid
governmental operating license.

19. Contractors are to ensure they are familiar with
Emergency evacuation procedures and fire prevention
and protection systems in place in AQCT areas in
which they are working.

20. Be mindful of AQCT staff, visitors, or other persons
around the area in which you are working - reduce any
tripping hazards; pay attention to housekeeping; and
display all necessary warning signs.

21. The contractor must provide a competent safety
officer to supervise the occupational safety and health
matters of his employees throughout the work periods
to continuously ensure that all work is carried out safely
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(this requirement considering the contractor tasks
nature)

22. All contractors should prepare the job risk
assessment with the concerned department at AQCT to
be finally approved by the safety department before
start working.

It is the responsibility of the principal
contractor to Ensure their employees and/or
sub-contractors are made aware of and
comply with AQCT health, safety, and
environmental requirements. Failure to
comply with these rules could breach contract
conditions and lead to contract termination or
other legal consequences.

23. (The contractor) shall be liable for and shall
indemnify AQCT in full against all or any actions, loss,
suits, claims, demands, proceedings. Costs, charges or
expenses whatsoever including any damage to any
person or property or death on injury to any individual
(including AQCT’s employees, agents or sub-contractor
and its property), arising directly or indirectly from or in
connection with any act, omission or negligence of (The
contractor), its employees, agents or sub-contractor to
comply with any of its obligation under this agreement
including inter alia , any breach of mentioned clauses
and any delay or failure to perform the works for any
reasons whatsoever

24.To be permitted entry to the site, any supply
vehicle belonging to contractors or subcontractors —
whether a private vehicle or a light-duty truck (pickup)
— must fully comply with the occupational health and
safety requirements approved by the company’s
management. These requirements include but are not
limited to the installation of a functional reverse alarm,
a rotating warning beacon light, Contractors are also
required to submit an approved periodic maintenance
schedule for each vehicle used in the site. Additionally,
vehicles must have tires in good condition, an efficient
braking system, a fire extinguisher on board, and
properly functioning seat belts for all occupants. The
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site HSE management reserves the right to deny entry
to any vehicle that does not meet these requirements,
without bearing any responsibility for delays or

consequences resulting from such denial, and for large
equipment (Reach stacker and Empty handler), should
be equipped reversing CCTV system.

SERVICE PROVIDER was contracted by AQCT to do
the CONTRACT WORK.
